2. ADMISSION PROCESS AR PADDINGTON BEBARDERGARTHERBK)

Admission process to PBK takes place throughout the entire school year, subject to the
availability of places, and includes children who have reached thefa2® years. The main
enrollment period for the upcoming school year occurs between February and March. If no
places are available, the child will be placed on a waiting list.

Since the Primary Year Programme begins at Monnet International Schoolyalredde
kindergarten, we are open to all children. We believe that at this stage oflif@stevery
child hasthe opportunity to grow and learn within an international prograre if only the
kindergarten authorities are able to provide appropriate care and environment



At the kindergarten level, the admission process is based mainly on a conversation between

the Deputy Head of Kindergarten and the paremxplaining the specifics of the PYP
approach, presenting the kindgarten environment, and reviewing the daily schedule.

Before the meeting, parents are required to complete application form on the Monnet
InternationalSc hool website, i n which they describe

authorities about any special educational needs their child may have and provide any relevant
documentation, if available.

Threeyearold children are enrolled in the youngest group the order of applications
received, provided that their individual educational and care needs do not exceed the capacity
of the kindergarten.

The enrolment process for the older groupsy@arolds and Syearolds) follows the same
rules as for the ¥ear-old group; however, the kindergarten may request a meeting with the

prospective student. The purpose of this me

During the adaptation period, parents are required to cooperate with the school staff,
homeroom teachersand the school psychologist to ensure the effectiveness of this process.

To confirm admission in the kindergarten group, parents are required to sign the education
contract and pay the entrance fee withB® days Failure to complete these steps may result
in the loss of the reserved place.

3. ADMISSION PROCESS FOR PRIMARY S(GRADES@)

The admission team consists of: the Deputy Head of School, the PYP Coordinator, the school
psychologist, homeroom teachers for Grades 0 and 1, and support teachers.

ADMISSION FOR KINDERGARTEN AND GRADE 0 GRADUATES

School can continue to provide the required level of individualized education and care for the
child in Gade 0 and beyond.

Each October, the school organizes an information meeting for parents of applicants to Grade
0. During this session, school representatives present the educational philosophy, provide a
tour of the facilities, and outline the admissioniteria for prospective students.

For students fronthe PBKwhose parents decl are their inte
education in our primary school, a recruitment meeting is organidéck purpose of this

meeting is to conduct an initial assessrmehchildren expected to attend Grade 0, to ensure

the primary school can continue providing individualized support for each student, and to help
prospective students become acquainted with the new environment and staff.

This meeting takes place duringregular school and kindergarten day in the Grade 0
classroom. Parents do not participatehildren are brought by the teachers of the oldest
kindergarten group.

The meeting is conducted by members of the admission team. Activities are led by the
homeroom eachers for Grades 0 and 1, while other team members observe the children,
interact with them, ask questions, and discuss details of the tasks they perform.

Within two weeks after the recruitment meetingfor the PBKstudents, the school
management will confirm whether each child can continue their education in our primary
school. The PBKjraduates are exempt from thenrolmentfee. Upon acceptance, parents
must sign the education contract and submit all required doeats in person to the school
officewithin 10 daysof receiving the acceptance notificatidRailure to complete these steps
may result in the loss of the reserved place.

ADMISSION FOR EXTERNAL STUDENTS

Candidates from outside our kindergarten or school may also be admitted to Grade 0 and 1,
subject to aailable places and after completing all necessary stages of the admission process.

We give priority for admission to siblings of our current students (kindergarten, primary, high
school), but all candidates participate in admission activities.

INFORMATN MEETINGS

The school organizes events for parents, such as Open Days, and participatespubhon
school fairs.

a) Grade 0 Information Session

Held in October, dedicated primarily to kindergarten parents; however, all interested
parents are welcome to join.

b) Open Day

Held each January or February (on a Saturday) for parents and candidates for Grades
0 and 1. The event includes a school presentation, building tour, and Q&A session.
Children may participate in activities led by teachers. The childcare for younger
siblings is not provided.

c) Warsaw Private School Expo

Held in January or February. énésted parents have the opportunity to engage in in
depth discussions with teachers and school administrators, gaining insights into the
curriculum, educational approach, and overall school environment.
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STAGES OF THE ADMISSION PROCESS

1. Starting theAdmission Process
To begin theadmissiornprocessall interested candidates should complete the official
application form on the Monnet I nternatio
has been received, an email confirmation will be sent along withildel guidance on
the next stages of the process.

2. Admission Day for external candidates
In February oMarch, between 10:00 and 15:00, all candidates for Grades 0 and 1 who
have submitted the application forDay vi a t

Admission Day Procedure:

a) Registration, confirmation of attendance, group assignment, name sticker distribution,
consent for imagerocessing, and an Instax photo for admission documentation.

b) Participation in activities at three stations assessing English, Polish, and mathematical skills,
followed by a group task.

3. Decision Process
The Admission Team reviews all aspects of thecgss. Decisions are based on
objective criteria, including skills, motivation to learn, alignment with IB values, and
interpersonal abilities.

Notification: Parents receive the decision by envathin 14 daysof the admission
day.Information is notprovided by phone.

Possible outcomes:
a) Acceptance- successful completion of the admission process.
b) Nonracceptance- the school does not provide feedback following a negative deciion.
the case of a rejection decision, feedback is provided atlyhe explicit request of the

parents.

¢) Waiting List-in cases of high demand or limited availability.
